WHO:
Who can get help in the Mathematics Center?

Every Merrimack College student taking mathematics and math-related courses can find help in the Math Center!

Who tutors in the Mathematics Center?

Whenever the Math Center is open, you will find on duty…

…a Professional Tutor who has an advanced degree in mathematics and may teach courses on campus, as well;

…one, two, or three Peer Tutors, from a variety of different majors, who are trained and certified by the College Reading and Learning Association.
You may also find some faculty members from the Mathematics Department holding their regular office hours or study sessions in the Math Center.  

WHAT:
What happens in the Mathematics Center?

Tutors help students understand the concepts and techniques needed for success in mathematics courses.  Everything that goes on in the Math Center is confidential.  You may elect to have your professor informed that you made the extra effort to come to the Math Center for help.

WHEN:
When can I go to the Mathematics Center?

The Math Center is open thirty-seven (37) hours per week during the fall and spring semesters.  (See the Math Center webpage for semester-specific or summer hours, or visit the Math Center for literature.)  You may go any time the Center is open; no appointment is necessary!  Go early and often!  Begin the semester right and start visiting the very first week.  Make it a regular habit; even set time aside time in your schedule to go to the Math Center right after every math class to work on your homework.  Do not wait until final exam week to make your first visit!

WHY:
Why should I go to the Mathematics Center?

· Save yourself time and anxiety by having a trained tutor immediately available to answer your questions.

· We have a small reference library available for your use.

HOW:
How do I make the most of using the Mathematics Center?

· Gather your text book(s), class notes, and attempted homework exercises.  
· Come to the Math Center, sign in at the computer, and a tutor (someone wearing a nametag) will be right with you!  
· If your professor schedules office hours in the Math Center at a time when you are not in class, plan on working with him/her in the Math Center during that time.

· Make frequent visits; do not wait until the night before an exam to learn an entire chapter, or more, of material.  
· Consider meeting other students from your class(es) for group review sessions in the Math Center.
